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Introduction

The Run3TV framework can accept RSS feeds to drive viewer-facing application functionality. For
example, rails containing links to VOD content, Live TV or advertisements can be dynamically
updated using RSS.

For the complete list of content types that can be offered to viewers, see the Content Iltems section.

For a summary of how to signal these Content Item types, see the media:Content Content types
section.

This document describes the Run3TV framework’s RSS feed profile.

Feeds can be supplied either as .atom files (XML format) or .json (JSON format) files. Both data
formats share predominantly the same data structures. Throughout this document, data structures
are referred to in XML format, however examples of both XML and JSON are provided.

The Framework accepts feeds that are well formed to the following formats:

Within the config.json file of your Q-Bar application, the /cta/restart/feed key can be
populated with esg data, as detailed in the esg feeds section and ANNEX Q - Q-Bar ESG feeds.

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esg feeds
Within the Q-Bar application, the esg feed drives restart functionality.

An example esg file is provided in ANNEX Q - Q-Bar ESG feeds.

The location of the Q-Bar’s esg feed is defined within the Q-Bar’s config.json file under the
/cta/restart/feed field. For more information, see [R3TV-1G-0221].

Where present, an esg feed should contain now and next program information for one or more
channels. Each program entry shall be defined using an <item> element.

Each event <item> in the esg feed must contain two <media:content> elements.
The first <media:content> element shall refer to the current broadcast event, including:

e The appropriate @expression value
e A @url value that matches the channel's ATSC 3.0 Global Service ID (GSID).

If restart content is available for the program, the second <media:content> shall refer to this
restart content:

e The @medium value shall be set to video.
e The @expression value shall be setto restart.
e The @url value shall be set to the location of the restart video MPD.

If no restart content is available for the program, the second <media:content> shall inform the
Q-Bar application that restart content is not available:

e The @expression value shall be setto 1live
e The @url value shall be set to an empty string, or the @ur1 attribute shall not be provided.

The Q-Bar application will parse the esg file and offer the viewer the option to access the restart
event. It determines which <item> is currently live by filtering based on the following rules:

e Determining the correct channel by matching the media:content@url to the GSID of the
current ATSC 3 service; then,

e Determining which event is currently live on the channel by comparing the receiver’s
current date and time to the item/pubDate and item@duration values.

To ensure correct restart promotion functionality, the pubDate and duration values in
the esg file must correctly reflect the current broadcast schedule.

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Content ltems

The A3FA framework can accept a number of different content types in the RSS feeds that it

receives.

Different items within the same RSS feed may have the same or different content types.

The permitted types of content are listed below. For a summary on detailed implementation points
see media:Content Content types and the appropriate annex for each content type.

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HTTP Requests

Feed data is downloaded by each ATSC 3.0 receiver as and when it requires the data. Both the
scheduling of applications (using appSchedule.json as described in [RUN3TV-1G-0203]) and
on-screen promotions of the application may lead to upticks in feed requests to the server. As
such, it is advised to ensure that any servers providing feeds are scaled appropriately.

CORS (Cross-Origin Resource Sharing)

Web servers supplying data to Run3TV Applications must have their CORS settings configured to
allow access to the data.

ATSC 3.0 receivers may define the Run3TV Application’s browser origin as either 127.0.0.1,
localhost, or the value set in the AppContextID attribute in the ATSC 3.0 HELD?.

Requesting this data is performed using GET and HEAD methods.

Therefore, web servers must be configured with the following headers:

Access-Control-Allow-Origin: http://localhost:* http://127.0.0.1:* http:<appContextID>:*

Access-Control-Allow-Methods: GET, HEAD
Access-Control-Allow-Headers: *

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Caching: ETAGs and Cache Control Headers

In order to minimize re-requesting RSS data that hasn’t changed, the Framework will honor any
ETAGs (Entity Tags) provided by the server in the server’'s HTTP response headers.

In addition, the Framework will include an If-Modified-Since header in any re-request for
data.

Note It is encouraged to ensure that the server honors the If-Modified-Since header,
in order to minimize the amount of data sent to the ATSC 3.0 receiver base.

Server operators should ensure that their Cache-Control headers are correctly configured. It is
recommended that these headers be aligned with the <tt1> tag (where present), described later
in this document.

User Agent Identifier

ATSC 3.0 receivers will present their User Agent Identifiers in the form described by
[RUN3TV-IG-201].

Note During application development, the server may receive requests from regular
PC-based user agents, such as Chromium or Firefox.

This section describes and profiles the various data structure elements seen in XML and JSON
RSS files to be used with the A3FA Framework.

Example snippets of data are provided for each element where at least one sub-element is
required by the Framework. Where possible, complete samples are provided, with the elements
under discussion highlighted in bold.

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6.2.1.
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Looping and autoplaynext

It is possible to configure VOD and AOD assets (including VOD and AOD assets that are Alerts,
Advertisements or Promotional Videos) to play in a loop. This can be achieved in one of two ways:

e By setting the <media:content> expression value to be “loop”.
e By including a <media:embed> element with a loopPlayback parameter set to true.

To avoid an undefined state, if the <media:content> expression value to be “loop”, this
cannot be overridden using the <media:embed> loopPlayback parameter.

Note RSS feeds can be configured in the config.json file to automatically play the next
piece of content when the current piece of content completes playing. This is achieved
using the autoplaynext field.

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ANNEX P - PBS Stations: Creating Run3TV RSS
feeds with content from PSB Media Manager

At the time of writing there is no turnkey solution for integrating PBS Media Manager with RUN3TV
Applications. Building a connection is possible, but there are several procedural and technical
steps involved. This annex offers an overview of the steps required to provide the TV application
video from PBS Media Manager.

The following steps must be completed:

1.

Request a PBS Media Manager API token

While many stations likely have knowledge and experience with PBS Media Manager’s web
console, for this task you will need an API access token which can be requested from PBS
Digital Support.

Understand the PBS Media Manager data structure
Your development team will need a deep understanding of the PBS Media Manager data

model and available endpoints.

PBS provides documentation online where you can learn more about the PBS Media
Manager API:

Select the content to present in the Run3TV Application
There are hundreds of thousands of video assets available within PBS Media Manager that

you may have access to. Working within your station, you will need to decide what content
makes the most sense for your application to display.

Develop an RSS endpoint for the Run3TV Application
The exact implementation may vary greatly from station to station. You will need to provide

an endpoint containing the RSS data (as defined in this document) for the content that you
have chosen to present within the Run3TV Application.

Add domains to PBS CORS allowlist

Just before deploying your application, you will need to provide PBS with the domain(s) that
the application will be sending requests from in order to add it to the allowlist in their CORS
configuration.

For more details on CORS configuration, see CORS (Cross-Origin Resource Sharing).

Please make sure to request any origins you will need as early as you can as updating the
CORs origin list is something that PBS prefers to do off-hours.
